9:32 a.m.  The meeting was called to order by President Brad Osborn.  A quorum was established. Brad noted that guest Carmelita was in attendance.
1. Carmelita

a. Carmelita introduced herself; she is the Executive Director for the Colorado Association of Alcohol and Drug Service Providers, also now known Colorado Providers Association (CoPA).

b. Carmelita gave some background on how she came to be involved with CoPA and Addiction Counseling, including being hit by a drunk driver.

c. Carmelita has had her current job since 1997; her strengths are networking and collaboration.  She spoke with passion and conviction.

d. CoPA is open to everyone in the state.

i. It is community-oriented and celebrates diversity.

1. There are many different types of members, with regard to professional background.

ii. Carmelita explained the membership fees, which are based on the Mental Health budget of members.
iii. Top membership level assures a seat on the Board.

1. Assured members cannot exceed 60% of the Board.

2. Other Board members are voted in.

e. Medicaid

i. Colorado was one of three states not using Medicaid funds for Mental Health.  CoPA helped change that.

f. Carmelita spoke in depth about other legislative changes they have helped usher in.

i. She noted that it was a big coup to be on Governor Ritter’s list of budget items to be protected.

g. Brad O. noted that it is pretty obvious why SACC wants to be involved in this group.

h. Carmelita passed out several handouts and discussed them, including:

i. President Obama’s FY 2012 Budget Released, Proposes Restructuring of Certain SAMHSA Programs including the SAPT Block Grant

1. She noted that DBH just came out with a paper on how they see these changes and how it will impact Colorado.

ii. Colorado Health Care Affordability Act


i. There were no questions for Carmelita from the table.

j. Since SACC is a member of CoPA, anyone from SACC can attend meetings; they are held the third Thursday of the month, 9:30 – 11:30 a.m. at the Omni Institute, 1410 Grant Street.

2. Jeff’s report
a. Mental Health Sunset
i. The portions SACC wanted out were amended out.

1. Dual Relationship is out.

2. Jeff is working on Peer Assistance language.

a. Rose McCool and others want Peer Assistance in Sunset but there are concerns around the process.

b. Peer Assistance will be amended in the Bill; a stakeholder group will convene to review this.

b. Budget

i. Everything Addiction Counselors wanted has happened.

ii. Definition of psychotherapy is still an issue.

c. The House passed an amendment stating that any budget items that balance will send their excess funds to K-12 education.

d. Pseudoephedrine Bill is up this year.

i. The State is being asked to elevate the drug category but this is set by the FDA, not the State.

1. It is already behind-the-counter.

ii. Jeff does not believe this will pass.

e. On April 30th, there will be a prescription drug take-back.

f. Board model

i. The Board model will pass July 1 and be enacted six to eight months later.

ii. Anyone who wants to be a part of the Board can apply through the Governor’s website.

1. Go to Boards and Commissions and apply.

2. Jeff will lobby for SACC members from the inside.

a. Please let Jeff know if you apply.

b. Jeff can be included as a reference in the appropriate section of the application.
iii. Brad asked Scott to head this up and to get a seat on the Board.

1. This will fall under the Appointed Positions of the SACC Board.

2. Scott would like to see others apply as well.

3. Yoko moved to have Scott represent SACC on the Board.  Karen M. seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

g. Psychotherapy definition

i. Scott noted that he is working with DORA to change the definition.  DORA wants to keep the definition as is to protect the public.  Clinicians want to change the definition to protect professionals.

ii. Jeff has received push back on this.

Carmelita stated that she hopes everyone is ATP and Medicaid providers.

ii. Brad is willing to continue leading this project after his term as President ends.
c. Exam Prep course

i. Judy asked SACC to pull this together.

ii. There is a new test prep from NAADAC that is really good but pricey.

1. It is $150 for NAADAC members, over $200 for non-members.

iii. Brad and Mita are working on this project.  Michael / Odyssey will host course.

1. Brad will be the facilitator.

2. The target is having something going by summer.

3. The class will be based on the NAADAC prep books.

a. NAADAC has given their permission for this.

4. The class will be affordable.

a. Brad noted that the book is still a good investment, even for people who take the class.

b. Brad noted that SACC could be hired out to give the presentation at agencies.

d. Interagency Taskforce on Drunk Driving

i. SACC has been asked to have an official chair on the Taskforce.

ii. Scott will be the primary representative; Mita will be secondary and Brad O. will be third.

iii. Karen M. noted that there are no providers on the task force. 

1. Scott thought there were some treatment providers at the table but Karen reiterated there are not.

2. Brad O. and others agreed that providers should be represented.

iv. Scott suggested that someone from the Taskforce could be the keynote speaker for next year’s Annual Meeting and Dinner.

1. Brad is in favor of this.  Scott will ask about it.
